AGENDA HEADING:

Ordering construction of the following: River Bend and King Irving Sewer Separation Phase 3A -
Receiving bids, (5-5-20), and Setting date of hearing, (5-18-20). Construction Estimate - $1,020,000.

SYNOPSIS:

Recommend the City Council proceed with construction of the improvement and set dates to receive
bids and hold a public hearing, as required by lowa Code, utilizing the method of financing referenced
below. This project provides for the separation of storm water flows from the existing combined storm
and sanitary sewer system as part of the Long-Term Control Plan to meet the requirements of the lowa
Department of Natural Resources (IDNR) and the 2010 IDNR issued Consent Order, Judgment, and
Decree. The project will separate sewer flows at the intersection of Franklin Avenue and 2nd Avenue
and will close the combine sewer overflow into the Des Moines River.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION:

e The Engineering Department has prepared plans, specifications, form of contract documents,
and City Engineer’s estimate for the construction of the River Bend and King Irving Sewer
Separation Phase 3A, 07-2019-008. This improvement includes approximately 429 feet of 18-
inch and 60-inch storm sewer in open cut construction, gatewell structure, outlet structure,
manhole, intakes, excavation, Portland Cement Concrete (PCC) pavements, pavement removal,
removal of various storm sewer structures and pipe, traffic control, erosion control and
miscellaneous associated work, including cleanup; all in accordance with the contract
documents, including Plan File Nos. 616-218/242, located at the intersection of Franklin
Avenue and 2nd Avenue.

e The estimated construction cost is $1,020,000. The proposed plans, specifications, and form of
contract documents are available for public inspection in the Des Moines City Engineer's
Office.
