BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF DES MOINES, IOWA: That the contract and
bond, in the amount of $450,959.00, executed by OMG Midwest, Inc. d//a Des Moines Asphalt & Paving,
James Gauger, President, 5550 NE 22nd Street, P.O. Box 3365, Des Moines, lA, 50316-0365 dated June 22,
2009, for the construction of the following improvement:

2009 HMA Pavement Scarification & Resurfacing, 06-2009-015

The improvement includes scarification of two (2) inch average depth of asphalt street surfaces with
specified miling machine and equipment in a cooperative effort with the City of Des Moines Public Works
Department, all in accordance with the contract documents at the following locations within the City of Des

Furnish all labor, materials and equipment necessary to construct a two(2) inch average thickness pavement
scarification and HM surfacing on existing asphaltic street surface; together with other incidental and
related work; all in accordance with the contract documents at the following locations within the City of Des
Moines:

3rd Street from Market Street to Walnut Street
6th A venue from Cherr Street to Watson Powell Way
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the same to be performed in accordance with the plans and specifications which have been heretofore approved
by this Council, be and the same are hereby approved. The attached "Contractor's Anticipated DBE/TSB
Utilization" shows the Contractor's efforts to solicit DBE/TSB Participation in accordance with the
Disadvantaged Business Enterprise/Targeted Small Business (DBE/TSB) Program.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: That the Mayor be and is hereby authorized and directed to execute said
contract on behalf of the City of Des Moines, and the City Clerk, be and is hereby authorized and directed to

attest to same. No contract shall be deemed to exist between the City of Des Moines and said Bidder until said
contract has been executed by the Bidder, and shall have been approved by this Council and executed by the
Mayor and attested to by the City Clerk.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: That after said contract has been executed by the Mayor, the City Clerk be and
is hereby authorized and directed to return the Contractor's bid security.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: That the attached Permission to Sublet form, from said Contractor requesting
permission to sublet designated items, be and is hereby approved; and each subcontractor is hereby granted

permission to work on said improvement.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: That the Des Moines Finance Director is hereby authorized to encumber this
contract amount against the funds as identified below, and to acquire Builder's Risk Insurance, if appropriate, for
the above referenced improvement.
