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RESOLUTION APPROVING OPERATING AGREEMENT WITH SHERMAN HILL
ASSOCIATION, INC. FOR THE PROVISION OF SERVICES AND ACTIVITIES

WITHIN THE SHERMAN HILL SELF-SUPPORTED MUNICIPAL IMPROVEMENT
DISTMCT

WHEREAS, on August 28, 2017, by Roll Call No. 17-1513, after notice and hearing as

required by law, the City Council enacted Ordinance No. 15,618 on January 28, 2013,

establishing the Sherman Hill Self-Supported Municipal Improvement District, and authorizing

the annual levy of a Combined Capital Improvement and Operation Tax and a Debt Service Tax,

not to exceed the following aggregate rates per thousand dollars ($1,000) of taxable value to

finance the delivery of the enhanced public improvements and services; and,

Fiscal Years of Levy dollars taxable value

2018/19 to 2020/21 $1.50
2021/22 to 2023/24 $2.00
2024/25 to 2026/27 $2.50
2027/28 to 2029/30 $3.00
2030/31 and thereafter $3.50

WHEREAS, the Petition and the declaration by the City Council both anticipate the
designation of an organization to serve as the Sherman Hill Self-Supported Municipal

Improvement District Advisory Board to annually recommend a budget for the provision of
enhanced services and public improvements within the SSMID District in the next fiscal year,

and to contract with the City for the provision of the enhanced services; and,

WHEREAS, Sherman Hill Association, Inc. ("Corporation") was established as an Iowa

not-for-profit corporation; and,

WHEREAS, on August 26, 2013, the City Council approved an Operating Agreement

with the Corporation whereby the Coiporation has agreed to serve as the Sherman Hill Self-

Supported Municipal Improvement District Advisory Board to annually recommend a budget for
the provision of enhanced services and public improvements within the SSMID District in the

next fiscal year, and to provide those services in accordance with the budget approved by the

City Council for the SSMID District for a term expiring on July 1, 2027, unless otherwise
renewed; and,

WHEREAS, the City Manager has negotiated an amended Operating Agreement with the

Corporation; and,

WHEREAS, the amended Operating Agreement is on file and available for inspection by

the public in the office of the City Clerk.
